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1. Welcome & Introductions: The chair welcomed everyone. Members old and

2. Adoption of Minutes of Previous TTEF Meeting: Mon. 20th January 2025

3. Guest Speaker: Chris Fuller, Economic Development Manager, TDC

Chris was welcomed by the chair and opened his address confirming that the Estuary
Strategy goes live from Tuesday 29th April and the consultation will run for until Wed. 28th
May. His presentation, Torridge Estuary Strategy 2025 - 2030, had been circulated to
Forum Members previously and he apologised for the lack of a projector and handed out
copies of the slides as a substitute. Chris stated that the time had come to put all the
pieces of the jigsaw together including previous strategies. Bringing vessels into the
estuary has been a main focus supported by the new owners of the shipyard and linking to
future needs connected to Floating Offshore Wind in the Celtic Sea. The Appledore Clean
Maritime Innovation Centre has exciting potential and could play a significant role in
creating a brighter maritime future for the area.

Bideford quay is generally considered to be quite under-utilised. TDC have involved a wide
range of interested parties in the development of this strategy. The strategy has been lim-
ited to the waters under the influence of TDC and consideration has been given to local
government reorganisation which means that TDC might not exist in 3 years time. The
work has tried to take into consideration a range of factors, including future economic
growth as well as environmental aspects and resident / visitor interests such as clean wa-
ter and river uses.

Questions to the Speaker included reference to the need for affordable social housing to
assist economic development, with less housing development on the edge of the estuary.
Development of a strategy could be restricted if bylaws were not changed as the harbour
regulations currently limit the scope of activity. Concern about access for electric cables
was raised as was the impact of seaweed farming on the fishing industry.

Tony Pratt drew attention
to the Richmond Dock planning application which the committee had been pre-
pared to support subject to heritage stipulations made by TDC.
However other concerns are now raised including, the continued use of the dry
dock where it would be used to store vessels under a fixed roof which would
prevent access for larger craft, the preservation of the docks heritage and public
access to the site. The Forum position is now to object to this application until a list
of issues drawn up by the Chair and sent to TDC, are addressed. 2/4

» The Secretary on behalf of Sally Ramsden (WI) raised the existence of PFAS,
commonly known as "forever chemicals," at several UK military sites, including
RM Chivenor in Devon. This initiative follows the development of a new PFAS risk
screening tool by the Environment Agency, aimed at identifying and prioritising
pollution threats.( RM Chivenor is of particular concern due to its proximity to pro-
tected environmental areas, such as shellfish waters, PFAS are synthetic chemi-
cals used in firefighting foams and various consumer products. They are persis-
tent in the environment and have been linked to serious health issues, including
cancer and reproductive disorders ) The Secretary offered to contact RM
Chivenor for a response about any action being taken by them
